Seasonal Outdoor Grounds Laborer 

 
 
A Seasonal Outdoor Grounds Laborer in the Public Works Department is responsible for the 

upkeep, cleanliness, and safety of the cemetery, parks, and other city owned and maintained 

properties. This role is physically demanding, performed outdoors, and requires the safe 

operation of various power tools, such as weed eaters and blowers.  
 

While the standard schedule is Monday through Friday, hours may fluctuate based on weather 

conditions, during March 30 through Mid-October.  

 

Expectations: Applicants must be able to perform strenuous manual labor for up to 8 hours a 

day in all weather conditions, including extreme heat. Applicants are expected to operate weed 

eaters and blowers skillfully and safely. Applicants will be required to work cooperatively with a 

crew to meet deadlines for city cleanliness and aesthetic goals. Attendance is critical because 

many tasks require a full crew to complete on schedule. 

 

Qualifications: A high school diploma or equivalent; valid driver’s license with a clean driving 

record; able to lift and move heavy objects; able to stand, walk, bend, stoop and reach during 

daily activities. Applicants must pass required drug and alcohol screenings.
